Hours of Use
The trail is open to the public from 30
minutes before sunrise until 30 minutes
after sunset. Overnight parking in
designated areas is limited to those
persons with a valid camping permit;
however, some areas may be posted
closed to overnight parking.

Camping
Camping on State Forest land in the Pine
Creek corridor requires a camping
permit. Some sections are closed to
camping. All camping must take place at
least 100 feet from waterways. For more
information on obtaining camping
permits, please contact either the Tioga
State Forest District Office in Wellsboro or
the Tiadaghton State Forest District Office
in South Williamsport.

Motorized Vehicles
Motorized vehicles, except emergency,
administrative and maintenance
equipment are prohibited on the entire
62 miles of trail.

Private Lands
Trail users must respect the rights and
privacy of adjoining private property
owners. Please do not leave the trail or
right-of-way along private property except
at clearly designated and marked
entrance and exit points.

Road Crossings
The trail users must come to a complete
stop and look both ways at all public road
crossings. The trail is gated and signed at
all such crossings. Private crossings are
signed with stop or yield signs as
appropriate.

Rail Trail Guidelines

Horses
Horseback riding and horse-drawn
wagons (with special authorization) are
allowed to use the path beside the
pedestrian surface between Ansonia and
Tiadaghton only. Horses are not permitted
on the pedestrian surface except at turn
around points.

Helmets
Pennsylvania State law requires all bike
riders and passengers under the age of 12
to wear a helmet.

Dogs
Unleashed dogs are not allowed on the
trail right-of-way, or at parking lots and
campgrounds. Leashes should not exceed
6 feet in length.

Bridges
Fishing, jumping, and diving from, or
climbing on trail bridges is prohibited.

Alcoholic Beverages
Alcoholic beverages are prohibited on the
trail right-of-way, parking lots or
campgrounds.

Firearms
Firearms may not be discharged from the
trail right-of-way, parking lots or
campgrounds.

istory of the Pine
Creek Rail Trail

Long ago, the rugged shorelines and swift waters of Pine Creek

were traveled for hundreds of years via footpath and canoe. The
Seneca Indians used the Pine Creek Path as a connection between
the Great Shamokin Path (along the Susquehanna River) and the
Iroquois settlements along the Genessee River in New York.

In the following years, a few hopeful and hardy people settled
the area. By the 1820’s, the word of vast stands of virgin timber in
the Pine Creek Valley spread. Twenty years later 145 individual
sawmills had been in operation in the Pine Creek watershed,
however, the flood of 1832 destroyed many. By 1920, hardly a
marketable tree was left standing; the majestic pines had been cut
and floated down Pine Creek for use as tall ship masts, the
hemlock’s bark was used in tanning leather and the hardwoods
fueled the Industrial Revolution thus expanding the
American frontier.

The Jersey Shore, Pine Creek & Buffalo Railroad began in 1883
by carrying timber to the sawmills in Tiadaghton, Cammal, and
Slate Run, located along the floor of Pine Creek Gorge. The
railroad also transported coal north to New York State. By 1896
seven million tons of freight and three passenger trains on daily
runs between Wellsboro and Williamsport was transported.

The railroad later became the Fallbrook Railroad, a branch of the
New York Central Railroad, and the Penn Central before it was
taken over by Conrail. The last freight train passed through the
gorge on October 7, 1988, ending more than a century of service.

Today, the Pennsylvania Department of Conservation and
Natural Resources’ Bureau of Forestry owns the right-of-way and
has constructed a magnificent multi-use trail on the old rail line.
The Pine Creek Trail travels along the floor of Pine Creek Gorge.
One of the most spectacular natural areas in Pennsylvania, Pine
Creek Gorge is often referred to as the Grand Canyon of
Pennsylvania, and was recognized as a National Natural Landmark
in 1968. The Canyon is a rugged area extending for 47 miles with
the maximum depth of 1,450 feet near Waterville, at its southern
end. At Leonard Harrison and Colton Point State Parks, the depth
is more than 800 feet and from rim to rim is approximately
4,000 feet.

The 62-mile trail is opening in four segments with the first
having been opened in 1996. When completed, the trail will
extend from the junction of Route 6 and Route 287, in Tioga
County, to Jersey Shore, in Lycoming County. Hiking, biking and
horseback riding along the Pine Creek Rail Trail provide an
extaordinary opportunity to see uncommon but native species of
plants and animals such as red pines, American yew, bald eagles,
river otters, bobcats, and hundreds of other lesser known species of
flora and fauna.
